4. The Collins pointsetier is relisbls, but its reliability depends upon
cars proceeding slowly over the corbactors , and the motormen observing the
position swé that the points sre sel, ag the ecar is aboul te run through
the points, AL pointes whieh are operated by rexular services the motormen
expect the points to setl either to right or left, and so they remember to
look at the actuel points as the car is sbout Lo enter them., In the two
cages in point, for long pericds each day, no movement of the point is to
be expected, and in such cases I consider thut the Motormens' viglance
can become relaxed. Our experience with electrie frogsetters on L,.T.E,
was that misoperation was negligible at frogs in regular operation snd
frequent at frogs where operation away from the stralght (regular) track
wag the exception.

5. I am placing these facts bazore you because I am uneasy at the prospect of
electric pointsetiters operating at these localtions., I consider there is a
¢lfference in conditions between these locotions and the locabions wiere
pointgetters are in present operation, and that the chance of misoperation
at the two proposed positions is likely to be siznificant.

The Collins pointsetter has be n uh@ utgnﬂArd noints turner for very many
yeurs, but it camnot be too of gtated that its reliasble coperation depends
upon bhe wotorsan observing uhat the pointe are gset correctly for him as he
is about to enter them, and that the speed of the car shall be sueh that
the car can be stopped before the points, if they are not set in the
required cirection.
